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Artist Clark Hulings’ has sold out NY Show

New York, NY – The noted American master, Clark Hulings, opened his first one-person exhibition and sale in New York City in 40 years at J. N. Bartfield Galleries last evening to an enthusiastic gathering of collectors who had traveled from throughout the US to try to acquire one of his recent paintings.  It was Hulings’ first one-person show since 1999 and everything sold immediately.

In an unprecedented procedure for the New York gallery, the paintings were offered at set price by draw from intent-to-purchase slips. Eager collectors filled boxes under the paintings with the slips, or submitted them absentee from California to Maine.  “It was the only way to create a level playing field for Hulings’ extensive base of collectors,” said Michael Frost, owner of the gallery.

Of the collection of 37 oils created by Hulings over the past three years, fifteen will be auctioned at Morris & Whiteside Galleries on Hilton Head Island, SC, on Saturday evening, 2 June.  Those attending the Bartfield sale on Tuesday night had an opportunity to preview the auction pieces and make arrangements to attend the sale in Hilton Head or bid by absentee or telephone.

The theme for this exhibition is Hulings’ recent travels to France, Italy, Spain, Romania, Mexico and the United States. His encounters with peoples from all cultures and walks of life have resulted in varied subject matter united by his love of light and texture. 

Hulings’ broad popular appeal is the result of consummate craftsmanship and sensitivity to what he calls “slices of life.” By focusing his gaze on the pulse of humanity, he gives vision to the joy and sanctuary found in everything from daily rituals to the eternal interdependence of people, animals and nature.  

Hulings stands apart among post WWII American realist painters, for pursuing his personal muse. He began his career as an East Coast portraitist and illustrator, but settled in Santa Fe, New Mexico, in the 1970s, where he devoted himself to fine art. His paintings, have earned awards from The Allied Artists of America, The Hudson Valley Art Association and the National Cowboy and Western Heritage Museum, and are documented in two monographs: Hulings—A Collection of Paintings (1976) and A Gallery of Paintings by Clark Hulings (1986, revised in 2006).
