One-Man Show of New Works by Clark Hulings

A unique opportunity to view and acquire works by this American Master.

Solo shows by Clark Hulings are rare. Since the early 1970s, he has had only four. The most recent, held in Santa Fe, New Mexico, in 1999, was an opening night sell out. Because Mr. Hulings’ paintings typically go from his easel to a collector’s home, they have limited public exposure.  

It is, therefore, with much anticipation that Mr. Hulings mounts his first one-man show in eight years. Titled Timeless Beauty: Pursuing Life’s Textures, the exhibition takes place in two venues, beginning 8 May 2007. Comprising more than 30 artworks created in the past three years, the exhibition includes major paintings, field sketches and drawings. The theme is Hulings’ recent travels and his encounters with the timeless beauty of common folk and landscapes rich with color, light and texture. Among the countries represented are France, Italy, Spain, Romania, the United States and Mexico. 

The exhibition is on view and for sale in New York and Hilton Head. A color catalogue featuring the artworks, commentary by the artist and an essay by art historian and former editor of Southwest Art, Susan Hallsten McGarry, accompanies it. The catalogue, which will be available in April 2007, may be obtained at either location or by contacting Morris & Whiteside Galleries.

The exhibition premieres at J.N. Bartfield Galleries, beginning Tuesday, 8 May.  Located in the heart of Manhattan’s midtown gallery district, Bartfield Galleries, established in 1937, is owned and operated by gallery founder Jack Bartfield’s nephew Michael Frost. It specializes in historic and contemporary American paintings and sculptures. “We timed Mr. Hulings’ exhibition to coincide with the spring auctions of American art,” says Frost, adding that it is Mr. Hulings first one-man exhibition in New York since his association with Grand Central Galleries in the late 1960s. 

Approximately half of the more than 30 artworks will be available for sale by an intent-to-purchase drawing, which takes place at the Artist’s Reception on Tuesday, 22 May (contact Bartfield for an invitation). Price lists and intent slips can be secured by phone, e-mail or in person throughout the run of the exhibition. A contingency of sales that evening is that the artworks travel to the second venue from which they will be shipped to purchasers.

Exhibition organizer Jack Morris, principle of Morris & Whiteside Galleries, notes that he is delighted that a broad audience will have a chance to view a large body of Mr. Hulings’ artwork. “We encourage not only art collectors but art appreciators and the museum community to take advantage of seeing this group of significant paintings,” he says.

The thirty artworks will be on public view at Morris & Whiteside beginning Tuesday, 29 May. The Live Auction of approximately fifteen artworks takes place on Saturday, 2 June. Artwork estimates, absentee and phone bids and terms and conditions of the auction are through Morris & Whiteside. Contact the gallery for an invitation. Auction results will be posted on-line at morris-whiteside.com on Monday, 4 June.
